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Online African Violet Groups  
 

I love the online groups you never know what you are going to read or learn.  A recent discussion 

was started about chimera leaves, it started when a member posted a picture of a very distinct leaf, 

the plant is a Russian variety "Specnaz".  The discussion started and it was a consensus that the 

plant was a chimera leafed plant.  The question was asked òwhat is tható.  Will it come true from a 

leaf cutting or like a chimera blossom  must be started from a sucker.  Following is Dr. Jeff Smithõs 

reply.  A leaf  chimera is a plant that  has variegation, but will not propagate true from leaf cuttings.  It must 
be reproduced by suckers, buds or if a trailer, from stem tip cuttings. The flowers are NOT chimeras, 
however. They can be of any type. The term "chimera" is used in these cases to identify that the plant 
can only be propagated true to type through the same methods used in flower chimers.   Examples  of leaf  
chimera plants include Rob's Lucky Penny and Rob's Lucky Ducky.  
 

Heinz in Australia replied with the following:  The plant we are talking about may well be a foliar    

chimera, however, the markings aren't evenly distinct, in my opinion. My limited experience is that foliar 

chimeras pretty much have similar characteristics as the floral type; and no, the flower does not have to be 

chimera as well. In fact, I don't know of any case. Too much of a good thing perhaps? This, however, 

doesn't mean it doesn't exist. I am fortunate enough to have one of the foliar chimera types and am 

trying to find out if this trait could possibly be inherited, though logic tells me: NO! I suspect that; if 

it cannot be passed on vegetatively, that is by way of leaf cuttings which I found to be a definite no, 

the chance of it being passed on sexually is less likely. Though it's not that mommy nature hasn't 

thrown us a spanner before this. 

 

Then the question was asked in a show where do you put it.  One 

answer was that it would go in the variegated multi color class 

since it did not have the distinctive chimera patterned blossom.  

Another suggestion was that it go in   a class for unusual foliage 

such as clackamus foliage,  variegated  longifolia leaves and any     
extremely ruffled leafed plants.

General Meeting  

Des Moines Botanical and Environmental Center, Des Moines, Iowa  

June 14, 2009  

President Kent Stork called the meeting to order at 1:00 pm following a potluck dinner hosted by the 

Evening African Violet Club of Des Moines.  A quorum was present.  

 

In the absence of Secretary Pat Sutton, acting secretary Joyce Stork read the minutes of the previous 

general meeting from October 11, 2008. They were approved. 

 

Treasurer Linda Golubski reported the bank balance as of June 8, 2009 as $9,919.28 with the 

balance in the North American Savings as of April 9, 2009 (when it was renewed) as $3,436.18. This 

gives a total balance of $13,355.46. The report was approved to be placed on file for audit. Linda 

also reported that one thank you note had been received for two awards given by MVAVC at the 

Reno AVSA 2009 Convention show. 

 

Committee Reports : 

Membership : Chairman Randy Deutsch reported that at present we have 48 paid individual  

members, 14 family members, and 11 affiliate members. Randy also reported that he had received 

three new memberships that day- Janice Poole of Yorkville, Illinois, Bob Nicholson of Des Plaines, 

Illinois, and Bonnie Formella of Ottawa, Illinois. Randy also reminded members that individuals 

who win sweepstakes in the local shows of MVAVC affiliates are eligible for one free year of  

membership in MVAVC. Randy also indicated that dues were payable- $15 for individuals, $17.50 

for families and affiliates.  He also indicated that he is the Awards Chair for the 2009 fall convention 

and encouraged members to give him donations for awards.  

 

Newsletter : Editor Ramona Donnell urged members to send her news items, including photos and 

reports of club events, show results, etc.  

 

Historian : Chairman David Harris urged members to send him newspaper articles and photos for 

the history books. He will be stepping down this summer after eight years of service. Kent urged the 

members to rise for applause. 

 

Fall Convention :  Chairman Terri Post stated that the show schedule has been approved and will 

be posted on the MVAVC website this week. The theme will be "Violets Are Blooming in the Loess 

Hills". Terri distributed a schedule of events to the members and indicated that the show location 

will be in West Sioux City, which is actually across the border just about two miles into South Dakota.  

 

Executive Board : 

Acting secretary Joyce Stork read the following motions from the Executive Board: 

Motion 1: I move on behalf of the Executive Board to add the following Standing Rule:  

"All MVAVC fall convention bills must be submitted to the treasurer for payment no later 

than thirty days after the show if they are to be reimbursed."  Linda Golubski indicated that 

late submission makes it difficult to produce accurate show reports.  

Motion carried . The new rule will be added to the Standing Rules. 

 

Motion 2:   I move on behalf of the Executive Board that MVAVC send $100 to AVSA for 

the 2010 Raleigh Convention Awards Fund. Linda Golubski stated that the current Standing 

Rules call for a $25 donation but MVAVC has been increasing that amount in recent years. 

Motion carried.  The treasurer will send the award to AVSA.

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Motion 3:  I move on behalf of the Executive Board that MVAVC donate $500 to AVSA for 

the stated purpose of replacing the African Violet Magazine  Editor's computer.  

Randy Deutsch shared that Editor Ruth Rumsey has an Apple computer that is over ten years old 

and that she is finding that she must do some things at home on her own machine that is faster.  

The estimated cost for replacing her machine is $4,000ñ$5,000. 

Carol Magoon moved and Ramona Donnell seconded that we replace the word "donate" 

with the word "pledge".  The amended motion then read:  I move on behalf of the Executive  

Board that MVAVC pledge $500 to AVSA for the stated purpose of replacing the   African  

Violet Magazine  Editor's computer.   

Motion carried.  

Rex Pershing then moved and Randy Deutsch seconded that a letter be written to Ruth 

Rumsey challenging other AVSA affiliates to meet or exceed our donation .  

Motion carried .  President Kent Stork asked Acting Secretary Joyce Stork to write the letter.  
 

Unfinished Business :  None 
 

New Business :  

President Kent Stork reported that the MVAVC Executive Board had accepted the invitation to 

hold the 2010 Fall Convention in Joplin, Missouri. Ramona Donnell will be the chairman. She 

stated that the group is small and will need assistance, especially hosting the Hospitality room. She 

hopes it will be located at the Holiday Inn where the MVAVC met previously.  
 

The President asked Joyce Stork to give a report of some of the news from the 2009 AVSA Convention in 

Reno. Joyce reported that two major changes were approved there by the Board of Directors: 1) The 

African Violet Magazine will be published in a smaller size format beginning in January 2010.  

There will be more color, the same number of pages, and the same number of issues per year at a 

savings of $18,000 a year for AVSA.  2)  The AVSA website will be upgraded using the same company who 

did the Gesneriad Society website.  It is hoped that the new site will be up by the end of the year. 
 

President Kent Stork stated that no invitation for the spring 2010 general meeting had been        

received. There is a possibility that Kansas City might be willing to host however. 
 

Jeanne Cotten, Nominating Committee Chair presented the slate for election for the coming term: 

for President -- Randy Deutsch; for 1st Vice President -- Barbara Pershing; for 2nd Vice President -- 

Joyce Stork; for Secretary -- Nancy Amelung; and for Treasurer -- Terri Post. President Kent Stork 

thanked the Nominating Committee for their work and asked all who were in favor of electing the 

slate to rise. He asked anyone who was opposed to rise (no one did).  The slate was elected and will 

assume their duties following the meeting.  
 

Announcements :  

Nancy Moerer announced that contrary to some rumors at the AVSA convention, Ruby Cox was not in a 

nursing home. She is in fact living in a senior citizen retirement apartment and enjoying it very much. 
 

The business meeting adjourned at 1:34 pm.  
 

Chairman Barbara Pershing then introduced Elvin McDonald, currently the Friends Director at the 

Des Moines Botanical Center. Mr. McDonald, a lifelong gardener, was an editor for Better Homes 

and Gardens magazine and the author and publisher of a number of books and publications including 

The Gloxinian. He founded the Gesneriad Society when he was only fourteen years old. He shared 

slides of a wide variety of different plants and entertained the audience with stories of 

his long career.

North Sioux City is not just a part of Sioux City .  So, if someone 

thinks that they can get there by going through Sioux City, 

they are going to get lost.  It is possible to go through Sioux 

City to get there, but, there will be construction, and, even if 

there werenõt construction, it gets confusing.  In other words, 

it is much easier to just drive to the town of North Sioux City 

and to ignore Sioux City 
 

From the South:   Take Interstate 29 going north past 

Sioux City, Ia.  The border of Iowa/South Dakota will be at 

the bridge which crosses the Big Sioux River.  Exit the Interstate 

at Exit #2, then take a left onto River Drive, going  under the 

Interstate.  Turn right at Sodrac Drive.  Comfort Inn is on 

the right hand side of the road two blocks down and the 

Community Center is on the left side of the road.       

From the East:   Follow Highway 20 through Sioux City 

(Hwy 20 will be called Gordon Drive through the city).  This will take a few miles.  The easiest way to 

get onto Interstate 29 is to take a left at the first stoplight after going over the bridge on Virginia 

Street. (Hardees is on the corner). Take the next left onto Dace Ave and follow the signs to get onto 

Interstate 29 North. (first right).

Please note, 

however, that due to the fact that it would be extremely time consuming and confusing for our cashiers to 

calculate this, please òbump upó your prices to cover this tax.  In other words, a plant that you 

normally would have priced at $3.50, increase it to $3.75 or $4.00.   This way, we can keep 

all of our prices at an even amount, while still collecting the tax. Thank you in advance 

for your help on this.
