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                                Growing Vertical  
 
The following is an experiment from Paul Veenvliet.  About Paul Veenvliet   As lo  long as he 
remembers, Paul has a passion for animals. At first plants came secondary, as  
terrarium decoration or as animal food. However, there was always a well-filled 
windowsill somewhere around as well. Paul's interest in African violets dates back to 
his teenage years, when he visited plant shops (and pet shops) on a weekly basis 

to see what was on offer.  For a while he grew some no-name   varieties, amongst which was a 
miniature with single, dark blue flowers which reminded him of the flowers of a species-violet 
(which he only knew from pictures in books). He went to study biology (naturally) and, as a student, 
he obtained leaves of an African violet from a local Botanical garden. This wild variety (mostly known as S. 
pendulum var. pendulum) is still growing in his home nowadays. After completing his study, he worked as a  
lecturer on wildlife management,  then emigrated to Slovenia, the country where his wife is from.  Local nature 

conservation projects and house renovations kept him from extending his plant-growing aspirations 
for a while, but recently he started looking for interesting plants again.  He bought no-name violets 
and other plants from shops, but then switched to species and named   varieties, which were sent 
by fellow-enthusiasts from other European countries. He currently grows a small 
collection of African violets and other plants as a hobby, while working as an animal 
keeper in the local ZOO.  It is people like Paul who think outside the box and try 
new ideas that have made the many improvements in growing violets.  

 
This is the first results of a little experiment, which I call “vertical growing”. Most wild violets 
grow on vertical surfaces, like rocks and tree trunks. In contrast, we grow them in pots, that are, 
on horizontal surfaces. For a long time I have thought that it should be possible to grow violets in a more 
natural (vertical) position. Some months ago I   decided to try, in a very simplistic way. I took ½ 
liter plastic bottles,  cut of the upper half.  Then I cut a round hole in the side (2 cm or so, very roughly) and 
planted young violets through this hole. I hung the improvised pots on the wall near a window and treated them 
like other violets. There is no hole in the bottom, so watering should be done even more carefully than usual, 
but I anyway keep violets on the dry side. Maybe it sounds  complicated, but it is really simple. In the beginning I 
was afraid that water would leak out through the hole in the side, but this does not happen. 
 
I tried with a variety of plants, both no-name shop-varieties, species plants and Petrocosmeas. The 
first results are quite consistent: plant leaves bend backwards, they bend towards the surface of 
the bottles. To a lesser extend they also bend to the light and because I grow the plants on a wall, 
this produced slightly asymmetrical plants. Most flower stalks turn upwards, in a position that 
looks more natural than those in a normally potted plant.  It is too early to tell how the stems 
(necks) will develop, of course re-potting is a problem in this experiment. However, in nature plants are not 
repotted and I am just waiting to see how they will continue to develop … Added advantage:    Imagine how 
many plants you can grow on a wall in stead of only on shelves. 
 

There was a question regarding soil mixture: I use the same regular (cheap) potting soil in normal pots and in 
the "vertical" ones.  A year ago I planted 3 S. summonses in different potting soils.  I don't see any difference 
in growth between these three, so I think that the difference between these commercial potting soils is not 
very significant.  I notice that there is Styrofoam balls mixed in some soils:  I avoid these because I think that  
Styrofoam unnecessarily pollutes the environment (you find these stupid balls everywhere.) Also I don't believe 
that Styrofoam adds anything useful for the plants. I also avoid potting soil with a lot of "real soil" because 
these tend to distribute moisture irregularly.  So what I use is standard, peat based potting soil. This comes in 
25 liter bags in the construction shop. I am sure that it's possible to improve on this and I am also sure 
that some of you have a lot more knowledge on this subject. The hole is only about 2 cm or a bit less in    
diameter. Peat-based potting soil has lots of fibers, so in the first days after planting a few small crumbs may 
fall down, and after that, nothing!  
 
About the plastic bottles: these are sold for drinking water. I chose the most square-shaped ones because 
these hang in a nice/flat way to the wall.  The “hanging” is also not very complex:  I screwed wood strips to 
the way, and hammered nails in these. I punched a hole in the upper-back rim of the "pots" and hang them 
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with this on the nails.  Really, it‟s more difficult to explain than to make.  You can read “vodka” on 
the bottles, this means “water” (so, “vodka” would probably come from “little water”. 
  

The size of the hole is a little bit wider than what I estimate a fully grown stem needs. Please 
keep in mind that this is just something I tried for half a year or so. I still have a lot of "unsolved 
questions".  For instance: how would trailers develop, how do large varieties develop in a very 
small pot and is there any need for changing soil after some time (and how the heck 
do you do that?) ... The largest plants I used were full grown miniatures from the 

supermarket: the roots have to fit through the hole in order to plant them. Even for these plants I 
had to pull of many roots before planting and to make some balance I also pulled off most of the 
leaves. What's left is a stem with as many roots as possible and 5-7 leaves. This takes of course 
several months to start to look like something again. And I first tried very carefully with only one 
plant (the dark double-flowering one on the photograph), so this is the oldest. The rest has to 
grow ... But already from small plants it is visible. 
 

Here's an additional photograph. Before, I photographed the plants from their best side, this one is photo-

graphed almost straight to the wall.  Like this it is easier to see that the plant grows a bit to the light, which 

comes from the right. Interestingly, the leaves on the left side anyway bend backwards. Just some middle leaves 

bend both backwards and towards the light, which produces the asymmetry: more leaves end up on the right 

side of the plant. Also, young leaves on the right side bend backwards earlier than the leaves on the left side.

All that said, Barbara Pershing brought Chicken Tortilla Soup 
and was asked to share the recipe.  So here it is.  I‟ve also included Carla‟s yummy cheese cake recipe. 
 

CHICKEN TORTILLA SOUP   (6 servings) 
 

1 cup onion, diced 

2 cups cooked, diced chicken 

3 cups chicken broth (2 cans + broth from chicken) 

2 cups canned tomatoes (diced/chunked) and juice 

1 cup frozen corn (or canned) 

1 to 2 cups chunky salsa (mild to hot depending on taste preference) 

1 can black beans 

1 tsp. salt 

1 to 2 tsp. chili powder 

1 to 2 tsp. ground cumin 

1/2 tsp. minced garlic 

3 bay leaves 

1 T. lemon juice 

2 T. cornstarch 

1/4 cup water 
 

Sauté  onion in small amount of oil.  Add chicken, chicken broth, tomatoes, corn, salsa, beans and salt.  Add 

chili powder, cumin, garlic and bay leaves.  Simmer for 30 minutes.  Remove bay leaves.  Add lemon juice.  Add 

additional amounts of seasonings - salt, cumin, and chili powder - to taste. 
 

Combine cornstarch and water until smooth; gradually stir into soup.  Bring to boil and stir for 1 minute or 

until thickened. 
 

Top with shredded cheese; serve with tortilla chips.
